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February Meeting 
Allegro Fantasy LSA 

O ur February program speaker 
was Doug Hemstead of Fan-
tasy Air USA from Whitsett, 
NC.  With a clear, cold morn-

ing Doug was able to fly his beautiful 
Allegro into Cox field for all to see as we 
drove in.  Doug started his presentation 
on giving some specifics on the new 
sport pilot category.  Some of the data 
presented is shown below: 
 

Basic Parameters of the Cer tifica-
tion of Aircraft and Airmen for  the 
Operation of L ight-Spor t Aircraft 
Rule L ight-Spor t Aircraft: 
·  Maximum gross takeoff weight-
1,320 lbs (599 kg.), 1,430 lbs for sea-
planes. 
·  Maximum stall speed-51 mph (45 
knots) 
·  Maximum speed in level flight with 
maximum continuous power (Vh)-138 
mph (120 knots) 
·  Two-place maximum (pilot and one 
passenger) 
·  Single, non-turbine engine only, 
includes rotary or diesel engines 
·  Fixed or ground adjustable propeller 
·  Fixed landing gear, except for an 
aircraft intended for operation on water 
or a glider 
·  Will have FAA registration-N-
number. 
·  Aircraft category and class includes: 
Airplane (Land/Sea), Gyroplane, Airship, 
Balloon, Weight-Shift-Control (Trike 
Land/Sea), and Powered Parachute. 
·  U.S. or foreign manufacture of light-
sport aircraft is authorized. 
·  Aircraft with a standard airworthi-
ness certificate that meet above specifica-
tions may be flown by sport pilots. How-
ever, that airworthiness certification cate-
gory will not be changed to a light-sport 
aircraft. Holders of a sport pilot certifi-
cate may fly an aircraft with a standard 
airworthiness certificate if it meets the 

definition of a light-sport aircraft. 
·  May be operated at night if the 
aircraft is equipped per FAR 91.209 
and the pilot holds at least a Private 
Pilot certificate and a minimum of a 
third-class medical. 
 

The Sport Pilot Rule creates a new 
student spor t pilot cer tificate for op-
erating any aircraft that meet the defini-
tion of a light-sport aircraft. Details: 
·  Creates a new spor t pilot flight 
instructor  certificate. 
·  Requi res FA A  knowl edge 
(written) and practical (flight) test. 
·  Credits ultralight training and ex-
perience toward a sport pilot certificate. 
·  Credits sport pilot flight time to-
ward more advanced pilot ratings. 
·  Requires either a 3rd class FAA 
medical certificate or a current and 
valid U.S. driver's license as evidence 
of medical eligibility (provided the 
individual does not have an official 
denial or revocation of medical eligibil-
ity on file with FAA). 
·  Does not allow carrying passen-
gers for compensation or hire 
·  Allows sharing ("pro-rata") operat-
ing expenses with another pilot. 
·  Allows daylight (civil twilight) 
flight only. 

Preventive maintenance can be 
performed by a certificated pilot (Sport 
Pilot rating or higher). The annual con-
dition inspection on experimental light-
sport airworthiness certificated air-
craft--can be completed by: 
·  An appropriately rated mechanic-
that is, A&P 
·  An appropriately rated repair sta-
tion; or 
·  A light-sport repairman with a 
maintenance rating; or 
·  A light-sport repairman with a 
inspection rating (only on your own 
aircraft). 

No rating is required to perform 
maintenance on experimental light-
sport airworthiness certificated aircraft. 

Doug then went on to say how he 
got to be a dealer for the Allegro.  Doug 
and his wife, Betty said they were look-
ing to purchase a sport aircraft in antici-
pation of the new FAA Sport Aircraft 
category.  Since Europe has had the sport 
pilot aircraft and many are manufactured 
there, they looked there first.  After doing 
there research, they got down to four 
possible candidates.  Writing to all four 
asking if they would ship one of their 
airplanes to the United States, all four 
said they would and asked if the Hemp-
stead’s would be dealers for their aircraft 
in the U.S.  Upon further inspection, the 
Allegro won hands down and they took 
up the company offer to be the U.S. dis-
tributors of the aircraft.   

When they visited the Allegro facil-
ity in the Czech Republic, they were very 
impressed with the quality of the work-
manship and skill of their workers.  Doug 
pointed out that the Russians manufac-
tured their Migs in Czechoslovakia dur-
ing the Cold War.  With the fall of the 
USSR, the Czech Republic converted 
these manufacturing facilities and work-
ers to produce civilian aircraft, one of 
which is the Allegro. 

Presently there are seven Allegro 
aircraft flying in the United States. Quick 
build in 200-250 hours and comes pre-
assembled but a fellow can save $8000-
$10,000 by assembling the aircraft. Doug 
pointed out that the aircraft is quite cost 
effective after purchase, requiring little 
maintenance and being able to use off-

Denny Mercer, President 
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N ine or ten of our chapter 
members flew to EAA Chap-
ter 297’s Fly-In at Stag Air-
park (near Wilmington) on 

the last Saturday in February.  It was 
their annual Chili pig-out and I did ex-
actly that.  Jason Proctor and I were very 
close to the front-of-the-serving line 
(Isn’ t it amazing that a group from 1114 
always manages to do that?  “ First in 
RVs, first in Super Cubs and first in the 
queue for food!” ).  As we stood waiting 
for the food to be served, the president of 
the local Chapter announced, “ We did 
not expect this many visitors, today, and 
we will soon run out of chili.  But, don’ t 
worry,”  he continued, “ we will run down 
to the store and get some sandwiches for 
the rest of you.”   The large servings of 
chili tasted great and those of us fortu-
nate enough to be in front got all we 
wanted. 

Then, last weekend one of our 
group learned that a North Carolina RV 
group was flying into Stanton’s Bar-B-Q 
Airport just over the line into South 
Carolina.  John Cargill hauling Drew 
Baird in his F-1 Rocket, Jason Proctor 
and his buddy, Nathan, in Jason’s really 
pretty RV-4 and I in my RV-7 all flew 
down for a nice lunch.  There was a 
goodly number of RV’s represented that 

day and some were really scrumptious 
airplanes. 

One of the unique items of 
which one must take note when visiting 
Stanton’s is the series of three televi-
sion sets in the “ Pilots Dining Room”  
showing real-time photos of the airport 
environment.  Three cameras are set up 
around the place and one shows all 
arriving aircraft approaching over the 
restaurant and landing on the pretty 
grass strip.  On a pretty Saturday or 
Sunday afternoon, when lots of aircraft 
are landing, one can see some very 
“ unusual”  landings while gorging on 
Bar-B-Q and hush puppies and watch-
ing Live TV. 

Those who are relative-
novices at landing on grass strips, even 
though the pilots may have gobs of 
flight hours, seem to have trouble when 
grass is the medium on which one is to 
land.  A case in point is the time, soon 
after we moved here in 1987, a friend 
along with his wife, flying a Cessna 
205, a good short take off and landing 
aircraft, flew down from Richmond for 
a weekend visit.  At the approximate 
ETA, I was at my hangar with a hand-
held radio ready to talk him down.  My 
friend, a high time pilot with an instru-
ment ticket and lots of in-the-clouds 
flying, made three missed approaches 
before announcing, “ You guys are 
crazy as hell.  I am going to RDU and 
you can come get us in a car.”   Pete 
Bashford, a neighbor here at Cox 
Field, had a Tri Pacer at the time.  He 

agreed to fly me to RDU.  Upon arriving 
at RDU, I went inside, found my friends 
and informed them I would fly them in 
the 205 to Cox Field.  Reluctantly, they 
agreed to my plan.  We flew to Cox Field, 
landed up-hill and came to a stop in the 
first third of the runway.  Used to 5,000 
feet long runways, the field here looked 
like a postage stamp to my friends and 
they were convinced that, to try to land at 
Cox, was tantamount to committing sui-
cide.  I am probably more sympathetic to 
the plight of those pilots after having 
owned the Extra for five years.  The first 
few landings at Cox Field in that air-
plane kept my white-knuckled until the 
plane was in the hangar.  How fortunate 
are the young pilots who have done much 
of their training at Cox. 

My RV-7 is, at last, becoming 
my friend after having flown it for some 
eighty hours, much of it in some nasty 
wind conditions while transporting some 
good friends to and from maintenance 
and avionics shops around the state.  I 
don’ t remember a February and March 
with such consistently nasty wind condi-
tions.  These flight hours, though, have 
engendered in me some real confidence 
in my new plane and have given me some 
good experience in cross-wind landings.  
Got my heart count up a few beats, too. 

Be certain to come to our next 
meeting, for it promises to be a good’n.

the-shelf parts and auto gasoline (as well 
as av-gas). Insurance – depends on pilot 
more than AC. Same as for same FAA 
certified AC. 

The cost of the aircraft assembled is 
between $60,000-$70,000, depending on 
the way the aircraft is configured.  Our 
President, Denny Mercer pointed out 
how good a deal this is considering the 
aircraft specifications and the cost. One 
member asked how the insurance for this 
aircraft compared with a Cessna 150.  
Doug pointed out that this is different for 
each pilot because the pilot, his experi-
ence is a bigger factor than the category 
of the aircraft.  This was supported by a 

member that said the insurance for a 
sport aircraft is comparable to a light 
aircraft such as the Cessna 150. 

The Hempstead’s will have a facil-
ity at Sanford-Lee County Airport and 
are projected to be up and running by 
May 1st.  At a later date, Allegro’s will 
be manufactured at the facility as well 
as having flight instruction in the air-
craft.  All Allegros coming into the US 
will pass thru the Hampstead’s facility. 

The aircraft has great flight charac-
teristics. The pilot compartment is 42 
inches wide and is quite comfortable 
for cross country flight. Doug has ex-
perience going to Illinois and his part-

ner to North Dakota with no problem.  
The compartment behind the seat has 
good space and can carry up to 55 
pounds. 

The order time to receive an Allegro 
is 10-14 weeks.  The aircraft comes in a 
quick-build configuration requiring 200-
250 hours to put together.  There are cur-
rently 7 Allegros flying in the US.  No 
cloth on wings, all metal. Fuselage is 
painted, wings are not.  Composite fuse-
lage, elevator and rudder.

Sig & Kim Feuersanger’s 
D© Apuzzo Sport Wing  
  

The D'Apuzzo Sport Wing is a one 
of a kind airplane. The Sport Wing 
comes equipped with a 160 HP Lycom-
ing engine and a constant speed prop. 
The original aircraft design was based on 
the D'Apuzzo design of the PJ-260, from 
the early 1960's, that was designed for 
Rod Jocelyen and Lindsey Parsons for 
the World Aerobatic Championship in 
early 1960's.  

Ed Maler took the PJ-260 to the next 
level and went from a 230 HP to a geared 
295 HP airshow airplane that was spon-
sored by Mennen Skin Bracer in the 
1970's. Larry Stangil worked with Nick 
D'Apuzzo in designing the Sport Wing as 
an airplane to compliment the PJ-260 as 
a leisure version of the aircraft. There are 
no blue prints for the Sport Wing. 

In 1982 Larry Stangil was awarded a 
Golden Lindy Award at the 1982 Osh-
kosh Fly-in for best craftsmanship. Any 
person who has seen the Sport Wing will 
attest to the excellent workmanship by 
Larry Stangil as they ask "is the paint 
new"? To much disbelief, the answer is 
"No, the paint job is 24 years old".  

Nick D'Appuzo passed away before 
the plans for the aircraft were completed. 
Nick was the first passenger in the Sport 
Wing. I found the Sport Wing advertised 
in Trade-A-Plane on the web less than 12 
hours after Larry Stangil placed the ad. 
Larry is an old family friend, who lives 
in Revere, PA, and I was shocked to see 
the airplane advertised for sale.  

After an email and a phone call to 
Larry my wife and I flew up to PHL to 
see the airplane the following weekend.  
One flight and I knew it had to be mine. 
Actually, if you ask my wife, one look 
was all it took. The Sport Wing is based 
out of Franklin County Airport in one of  
the corporate hangers and we are on the 
list in Sanford for a T-hanger. I am look-
ing forward to flying to one of the up-
coming chapter meetings to show off our  
new toy.

Ernest Christley’s Dyke Delta 
The welding is nearly complete. I have 
to put together the ribs and then just a 
few odds and end left for the torch. The 
turtledeck mold is halfway done, and 
I've been busily painting various ancil-
lary pieces. My attic is full of painted 
ancillary pieces. I hope you all know 
that airplane are composed of a lot of 
ancillary pieces. Work on the engine 
has begun. I've welded together the 
muffler, built a motor mount and fitted 
the bell housing. The engine compart-
ment has as many ancillary pieces as 
the rest of the airplane combined, so 
I'm saving all my pennies for those. 
The plane still doesn't have wheels, 
mainly because I haven't been able to 
locate any 1/2" 6150 plate steel. I need 
two 3" discs. If anyone has some lying 
around, or a couple 6.00 wheels, please 
get in touch. We can also discuss any 
other ancillary parts. I should've added 

one other thing: I plan to fly without eve-
rything being necessarily complete 
(primer only, no back seat, no gear doors, 
etc), so God willing and the creek don't 
rise, I have an optimistic goal of first 
flight by late summer. I just about have 
the ribs for the left rib in place, and the 
ones for  the right will follow in quick 
order (since the jig is already built).  The 
next step is to fabricate the skins, a com-
posite layup. I've been studying up on 
composite techniques, and the for a Dyke 
Delta are a perfect case for application of 
the Resin Infusion technique. My plan is 
to skin the rib jig with some thin sheet 
metal and then use that as a very shallow 
female mold. I'll make several practice 
runs by sucking some water into old 
sheets, and hopefully will avoid any  
expensive mistakes that way. I'm experi-
menting here. Taking my time. Learning 
as I go. But if anyone has ever done resin 
infusion, or would like to find out how it  
works with me, my workshop could use 
another chef.  Ernest Chr istley

I t was three weeks ago that I 
brought home my current project: 
an unfinished all-metal kit for a 54’  
wingspan glider of Dick Shreder’s 

design. The glider is one of his most fa-
mous designs called HP-14T. I bought it 
in Connecticut, and the delivery to my 
home in NC turned out to be an adven-
ture, as I had to drive a 26 foot U-Haul 
truck all night long through an ice storm 
(even with its length, the wings of the 
glider stuck out a good 4 feet out of the 
back of the truck). Altogether, I spent 15 
½ hours of driving alone to return; not a 
lot of fun considering that the heater in 
the truck was partially broken. But I 
made it back in one piece, along with my 
glider (save for one little dent in the wing 
that was made by the truck door on a 
bump). 

Why a glider? I suppose it is because 
my first experience with flying was para-
gliding (gliding off a hill with an oval 
shaped parachute that served as the 
wing).  The country from which our fam-
ily came gave no opportunity to fly in 
private planes. We lived in Kazakhstan, 
part of the former USSR. Our grandpar-
ents were deported from Russia by Stalin 
in the late 1930s. You might have heard 
that Stalin forcefully moved whole na-
tions to wherever he wanted. We were 
born and raised in Kazakhstan, and it was 
only after the breakdown of the Soviet 
Union in the 1990s that I was able to get 
into the air. I had only two choices then: 
hang-gliding and paragliding. I chose 
paragliding because it was cheaper, more 
compact, and easier to carry into the 
mountains. Yes, I had to carry it on my 
back (in the big backpack) most of the 
way because there were no roads into the 
mountains where we flew. After 30-40 
minutes of hiking I mounted a 1000’ 
mountain, took a running start, and was 
in the air. I needed only to try it once, 

and I was hooked. If I was not able to 
find a thermal, I was on the ground in 
5-7 minutes and ready to go back up 
again, but if I did find one, I could fly 
more than one hour, depending on how 
cold or hungry I got in the air. Later I 
started to fly in other places reachable 
by car. In those places, you found your-
self 3000’  feet up right after takeoff. 
When you sit in a rickety swing sus-
pended by thin strings, the feeling is 
impressive. I quickly taught to fly my 
wife and my brother (we are twins, but 
not identical), and we often flew to-
gether along with other friends. 

In 1999, however, my wife won 
the Green Card Lottery (a governmen-
tal DV program), which permitted us to 
go to the US. We jumped at the oppor-
tunity and so found ourselves here. The 
first two years it was all about survival 
(figuratively speaking), because I came 
with no language skills. My wife was 
better off, for she knew English well 
from being a translator back in Kazakh-
stan, and the children adapted quickly 
too (we have two boys: Roman who is 
18 and Semion who is 14), but I strug-
gled for some time. Thankfully, we 
were met by good and friendly people 
everywhere, some of whom we became 
very good friends with. 

The first two years here I contin-
ued to paraglide and even participated 
in a competition, but I found that NC is 
not the best place for doing this sort of 
thing because of all the woods that 
gave no place to take off and land. This 

caused most of my flying to be done in 
Virginia, and the distance later led me to 
selling all of my equipment. I still looked 
up to the sky, however, and started flying 
RC models (gliders, of course). This 
wasn’ t enough for me, so I decided to 
build a real self-launch glider by myself. 
It was in those days that I found about 
the EAA and Cox field, and now I am a 
year-old member of EAA Chapter 1114. 

I started charting up designs of my 
prototype, when, two months ago, I acci-
dentally stumbled across an ad for the kit 
I now own. It took only short research on 
the Internet to find out that this is a rela-
tively famous glider, which was designed 
in late 60s by Dick Shreder- a famous 
sailplane designer. He won the US Na-
tionals on this kind of plane in 1966. This 
sounded very ---attractive to me because 
I could save a lot of money rather than 
building a glider from scratch. I also 
found that at least one of HP14’s was 
converted into a self-launch plane, the 
kind I wanted. The price was affordable 
for me, and after some negotiations I 
bought it. 

Since the wings did not fit into my 
garage, and I do not have a hangar, I had 
to build a temporary extension. This con-
sisted of a three-sided tent built by my-
self from metal poles and covering that 
was placed alongside the open door of 
the garage. Right now I am working on 
the organization inside my working 
place, as I have to build some sort of 
pedestal for the wings, so that I can work 
on them. I am also looking for the tools I 
need. I do not have a lot of experience 
with sheet metal, so any advice on buy-
ing the right tools will be greatly appreci-
ated. 

So it was that I became the possessor 
of this kit, and while I may not finish it 
soon, building is just as fun for me as 
flying.

(downtown Apex) and Hwy. 55 exits. 
Field elevation: 460’  
Runway: 9/27, 2400’  turf 
Preferred T/O: to west, downhill 
Preferred Ldg.: to east, uphill 
Preferred pattern: south side of  US64 
Comm: CTAF, 122.9 (please use!) 
Pond on east end, tall trees on west end. 
Exercise extreme caution as aircraft may 
be taxiing on the grass during day or 
night. Please be aware of surrounding 
residential areas on departure. 
Cox field lies under RDU airspace. 

Driving: stone entrance is on north 
side of US 64 between Salem street 
and Hwy 55 exits while driving west. 
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
