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USMC LTC Paul Ryan
V-22 Osprey Pilot

hat kind of a guy would

get up at 5:30 on a Satur-

day morning., fly half

way across the state alone
in a small single engine airplane, navi-
gate through marginal weather to an un-
familiar grass strip to speak to a group of
people he doesn’'t know? Meet an ex-
traordinary Marine Corps Aviator, LTC
Paul Ryan.

Paul grew up in Prescott Arizona,
the son of a Marine Officer. After a
rough and tumble childhood in the south-
western desert as an outdoorsman and
hunter he attended the U.S. Naval Acad-
emy a Annapolis, MD. Following
graduation, he became a Marine pilot and
followed in his father’s footsteps and was
assigned in Hawaii to the CH-53 Jolly-
Green Giant Sguadron his father had
commanded in Viet Nam. After 51/2
years, Paul was reassigned to the Navy
Test Pilot School at Patuxent, MD.
Along the way Paul picked up Master's
degrees at Emery Riddle and Georgia
Tech as well as FAA ratings of ATP in
helicopter and multi-engine fixed wing,
CFl and CFIl. After graduation Paul was
assigned to the experimental Osprey pro-
gram and has been there for 4 % years.
His current billet is at the Marine Air
Station, New River, NC.

Mission of the Osprey

The Marine Corps plan for the V22
Osprey is to replace the CH-46 and
CH-53 Helicopter's pictured below.
The V22 has the same capability to
move troops and equipment as the air-
craft it replaces but has increased speed
(250 knots versus 120 knots) and up-
graded mission systems. Having heard
Captain Pat McMonigle talk about the
Marine's Harrier when he spoke to our
group in November 04, you can imag-
ine how the V22 would fit in nicely
with the capabilities of the Harrier.

The V-22 offers more capability
and speed (240 kts vs. 115 kts)
than the CH-47 and CH-53 Heli-
copters they will replace.

Specifics about the Airplane

One of the factors driving the V22
program was the requirement to have
the same footprint as the CH-46 in or-
der to fit on Navy ships. The V22 uses
the same Rolls Royce engines that the
Air Force C-130 uses and has a very
similar look and space as the C-130
cockpit. It can be flown on just one
engine and is highly survivable having
redundant systems that can withstand a
50 caliber round and still function. The
aircraft is night and low-weather capa-
ble, has oxygen for the crew and can be
supplemented with oxygen for passen-
gers. It has four electrical generators,
two of which are for anti-icing. The
aircraft has 24 seats and can carry
8000lbs internally and approximately
10,000 pounds externally. It carries
10,000 pounds of fuel which trandates
to a mission time of approximately 2
hours and 45 minutes. The V22 can be
flown from either the right or the left
seat and flies quietly (for a helicopter-
type system) especidly in forward
flight and has a distinct sound as you
might expect. Presently there is no
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defensive arming system on the aircraft
but this is being re-examined for future
V22s. Theaircraft does not have an g ec-
tion system and pilots do not wear para-
chutes.

One question LTC Ryan was unable
to answer was on the V22's wing load-
ing. He said he' d get back with us on that
subject. His emailed response was as
follows: “I did a limited search of the
historical and technical literature | have
locally on the Osprey looking for a nomi-
nal wing loading number and did not find
one listed, so | did the next best thing and
had some of my men go measure the
wing. They came up with a51€2" length
by 9@width. Comes out to 460.5 square
feet. A combat loaded aircraft with afull
bag of gas and 24 troops loaded would
weigh ~ 49,000 Ibs giving awing loading
of ~106.4 Ibs/sg. ft. Hope that is enough
info for the gentlemen who asked the
guestion.”

Current Status

After earlier setbacks in the pro-
gram, the aircraft status was recently
upgraded and a public demonstration
took place at New River Air Station the
week of July 11" 2005. The Marine
Corps has an order for 360 V22's, the Air
Force has an order for 50 for special op-
erations commands and the Navy is pro-
jected to be in the market for 40-50 air-
craft.

Afterthoughts on this Airplane

Although this is a new purchase for
the Marines, the program has been on
going for up to 20 years. Much of the
technology is 1980s vintage. Every mili-
tary planner has long dreamed of an air-
plane that can go fast, carry lots, land
anywhere, is well armed, has low logis-
tics requirements, is easy to use, has is
redundant systems and is high surviv-
able. The Osprey comes close but per-
haps ahead of it’stime.

ack Phillips, he, the builder of

the recently completed Pieten-

pol, he, the Oshkosh award win-

ner (Plans Built Workmanship
Award), he, who became weathered-in at
the Rome, Georgia Airport (RMG) on his
return from Oshkosh and was forced to
leave his gorgeous airplane in a hangar
on that field is the same guy who howled,
“Help,” to this old man the other day.
So, Tuesday Jack and | flew in my RV-7
to Rome and retrieved his pretty air-
plane.

The weather that day was a bit yucky
(a technical term that only airplane peo-
ple will understand) with six miles visi-
bility from here to Charlotte, getting
worse as we traveled west, going down to
three and four-miles in haze as we
neared the foothills close to Rome. We
flew at 10,500 feet on the westerly leg
and started a descent into the scud about
forty miles out, landing after a flight of a
few minutes less than two hours duration.
Jack filled my RV with fuel and my empty
belly with Bar-B-Q and sweet tea from a
deli on thefield. (Jack and | decided that
when we collaborate to govern the world,
“All airports will have a restaurant on
the field.” No exceptions will be toler-
ated!)

So, after eating lunch, Jack pre-
flighted the Piet and we departed simul-
taneoudly on the same runway; he from
the end of the runway and | from the in-
tersection in front of the operations
building. | climbed to 11,500 feet for the
easterly return and gave a few not-very-
welcome pilot reports to Jack as |
climbed. “The poopy air continues, my

friend, with cloud bases at about 4,000
feet and tops at about nine thousand, so
you gotta’ stay low.” Jack had some
low scud for the first sixty miles, or so,
while | was traveling in clear air with a
nice, cool temperature in the fifties.

We departed Rome at 35 minutes
past noon. | drove into my hangar at
Cox Field at 2:45, having suffered a
twelve-knot headwind. | met Jack at
his hangar at 7:15 that evening. He
was one tired puppy, as you can imag-
ine. The Piet performed flawlessly to
Oshkosh and back— albeit cruising at
a rather lethargic air speed of 65-
knots.

The last hour of my return to
Cox Field was most uncomfortable.
My left ear started aching like crazy—
down deep. | readjusted my headset to
no avail, so there was nothing to do but
to tough-it-out. Tom Rudisill was in
the hangar as | scrambled from my
plane to the wing root, exclaiming,
“My ear hurts!” He was not very sym-
pathetic as | described my ear discom-
fort and, sure enough it soon became
tolerable and was not much of a prob-
lem for the rest of the day although the
discomfort awakened me a few times
during the night.

| arose from bed at about 0530
Wednesday and had no discomfort at
all as | prepared to visit our family
doctor for my annual, rather compre-
hensive medical exam. She (my doctor
is, of course, a woman) completed all
the endearing things physicians do in
performing an annual and ended her
perusal of my body by looking into my
ears. The right ear examination elic-
ited a little grunt of approval. The left
ear scrutiny lasted a good bit longer
and | interrupted her oral assessment
to ‘splain the unpleasantness of the
previous day.

“How high were you flying?” she
asked. “The capillaries on your ear
drum have burst and they look like red
spider webs.” | answered that, tho' |
was flying at an altitude of only 11,500
feet, the density altitude on that warmer-
than-standard day made the effective
altitude greater than 14,000 feet. (I had
that information ready at hand thanks to
my Garmin 530.) The good doctoress
told me it could take a few months for my
ear to repair itself and, in the meantime,
“Don’t go so high in that blasted air-
plane.”

One of you bright engineers should
be able to tell me why the forgoing inci-
dent occurred. Could my tight-fitting,
noise-attenuating headset have pressur-
ized my ear and precluded it from adjust-
ing, gradually, to the decreasing pres-
sure? Could that have caused the veins
to burst? (“burst” is my term, for | for-
get the word the doctor used) | have
been higher than 14,000 feet on several
occasions with no untoward incident.
This one is a mystery, however, it must
have something to do with the flight.

It is late Thursday evening as | write
this and the temperature right this minute
is 87 degrees. | was hoping for a little
break in this heat so that we could do a
little comfortable flying this coming
weekend. But, heat or not, if VFR is le-
gal for the next few days, | will suffer the
oppressive temperatures to get back in
the air for some plain ol’ foolin'around.
| have flown only 29 hours since May
25" the date when last we changed oil in
the -7. Stingy weather coupled with the
necessity of waiting six weeks for my
avionics installation, 1 doubt I will fly
much more that 100 hours in 2005 after
having averaged about 250 hours each
year for the past ten years or so.

Friday, July 22. 1 got

off work a 7am and

after a couple of hours
seep we departed Apex at 2:15 PM.
Since | had to work all week, our son
Bill came over on Thursday and Friday
and helped Sandy load the truck. Mo-
tor home still has a blown engine and
transmission. So the 1993 Chevy
Truck was the vehicle of choice this
year. It was loaded to the hilt with
Generator, blankets dishes, cloths,
coolers and iced down water.  Sandy
had all 5 of my coffee jugs filled and
we were off. My plan was to make it to
Charleston WV the first day. That
would put us 5 hours into the trip. We
did better than that and stopped at 10:

Nothing to do but change the plug on
the truck to match the one on the
trailer. | hooked up and pulled the
trailer to the nearest Auto Zone store
with  NO TRAILER LIGHTS, and
made it just fine. Got the plug and was
installing it when a mechanic came and
wanted to help. What the heck, | fig-
ured he would be faster than | would so
| let him have it. 4 hours later and 22
fuses, (we ran Auto Zone out of 30 amp
fuses and had to send someone over to
Wally World to get some more.)) He
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finally said he had it mastered.

Plugged it in and the lights worked.
Well....... kinda anyway. When you plug
in the trailer to the truck the running
lights came on, that is not supposed to
happen till you turn the HEADLIGHTS
ON. But the turn signals worked and
brake lights worked and so did the
EMERGENCY lights.

We
stopped and filled it up, and we got 6
MPG. No way, but | did have it running
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at idle for a couple of hours while the
mechanic WAS working on the lights,
(ran the battery down once before that)
and | figured the extra weight and drag
would take some of the gas mileage
down. My estimate was 10MPG pulling
the trailer. | must say that the old truck
with 194,000 plus miles did a good job of
pulling.

Heis
in the Challenge Air program that flies a
lot of Physically Impaired kids and
adults. It isawonderful program. Heis
one of the FEW that get to fly Young
Eagles at Oshkosh. He usually camps at
the North 40 by his plane. This year he
was with us in Camp Schuler. It was
really nice to have us al together. He
had a sandwich on the field before the
Awards program, and it made him sick as
adog. We called the rescue squad about
10 PM Wednesday night and they took
him to the hospital in Oshkosh.
