Byron Covey’s  
Glasair Super II-FT 

 
My Glasair Super II - FT project is 

moving along slowly. The wing has been 
attached and removed the first time. The 
control tunnel, seat back, and baggage 
compartment closeouts have been fabri-
cated. The instrument panel structure and 
the between-seats console have been 
modified and roughed in. The modifica-
tions are to allow more room for the 
seats, and to increase the under-panel 
clearance so I can pull my legs back 
while seated in flight. 

The seat back is also a structural 
bulkhead.  Photo 1 shows the first step of 
installing flanges on the control tunnel.  
The flanges will have nut plates riveted 
to the aft sides.  The nuts will receive 
machine screws to tie the seat back to the 
control tunnel.  Aluminum angles are 
clamped in place to provide a surface for 
the initial flange laminates. The light 
blue material is peel ply.  After the peel 
ply and aluminum angles are removed, 
two more laminates will be added to the 
aft side of each flange. Brackets that tie 
the control tunnel to the wing are already 
in place on the upper surface of the rear 
spar splice. 

The baggage compartment also in-
corporates a popular modification – it is 
slightly larger than the plans specify.  
The “Super”  version of the Glasair was 
developed to improve the longitudinal 
stability of the II S, which, with mini-
mum fuel and maximum pilot and bag-
gage load – read at the end of a long 
cross-country flight - was not good.  The 

“Super”  has a 30% larger horizontal 
stabilizer / elevator assembly, a 6 inch 
longer fuselage, a repositioned wing 
and adequate stability to carry over 120 
pounds of baggage.   

Photo 2 shows the baggage com-
partment closure, with my granddaugh-
ter included for scale.  Her hands are on 
the seat back top.  That surface is used 
as a seat while entering and exiting 
through the “clam shell”  doors. 

After years of being asked, I have 
finally committed to a definitive com-
pletion day - Thursday. Anyone inter-
ested in seeing my Glasair project is 
welcomed to visit.  Call me at (919)

Michael Crowder’s  
Sonex 

 
Since last year’s status, I’ ve been 

working on the wings and its many 
assemblies. Last spring I completed the 
Ailerons and Flaps. Working on the 
flaps I learned that 5/16th is not the 
same thing as 15/16th. Due to this little 
misread of the plans I was lucky 
enough to make a second set of Flaps. 
The Sonex factory support was great, 
offering me some solutions without re-
making the Flaps, but I ultimately de-
cided on correcting the problem by re-
making the Flaps. Sonex shipped out 
the new parts very quickly.  

Early summer I started working on 
the Main Spars. The Main Spars are the 
only part of the Sonex project that re-

quires solid rivets. Sonex describes a 
very simple method of driving the rivets, 
but I elected to use a standard 3X rivet 
gun. With the left and right Main Spar 
completed, the next parts to be completed 
were the Aft Spars. The left and right Aft 
Spars went quickly.  

I was getting a lot of requests by 
family member about my project, so I 
setup an Internet site with pictures of my 
project, www.pbase.com/sonex293 . This 
Fall I started working on assembly of the 
wings. I’ ve been working on the Right 
Wing and it is nearing completion. The 
Skins have been riveted in place, but 
need to be disassembled and deburred 
before final riveting. I’ ve got around 360 
hours in the project so far. I’ve included 
a couple of pictures of the project.

Phill Hartig’s  
Zenith 601 HDS 
 

This will be my first discussion of 
my first project. I, and my partner Steve 
McDaniel, purchased Zenith 601 HDS 
project last spring. We have had it in-
spected by a local EAA technical advisor 
and been told it has at least 51% left to 
go. Due to the potential impact of the 
new sport pilot rule on this particular 
project we have decided to spend our 
first year building the engine and wait for 
the rules to sort them selves out. The 
operational interpretation of the new 
rules could effect how we finish the air-
frame. Thus, our concentration of the 
engine.  

We intend to power the 601 with a 
William Wynne converted Corvair 
(www.flycorvair.com) and have spent 
this year tearing down two old 110 hp 
Corvair engines, building the prop hub, 

engine puck, ring gears, starter and 
alternator mounts. We are now begin-
ning to assemble the parts to the short 
block. Steve and I spend most Satur-
days building and I’ve not made a club 
meeting in about a year. However, we 
both enjoy the newsletter and the list 
has provided helpful resources in the 
building process.  

During the up-coming year, one of 
us needs to learn how to weld and I am 
sure we will be bugging someone for a 
few lesson. I’ve attached a photo of the 
project in the trailer on the trip back 
from its former home in Richmond VA. 
It provides a general view of the pro-
ject, as well is a photo of our mugs so 
folks will know who they are talking to 
on the list.  

The Corvair is an interesting 
choice and is part of our Sport Pilot 
philosophy, of flying for fun with cost 
containment. The entire engine costs 
less than 5K with the prop turning and 
frequently out performs an 0-200. The 
Corvair web site is an interesting read. 
Here is an interesting, much overlook 
historical piece of trivia: Nader had 
little to do with the car’s demise. The 
production cost of the design were not 
competitive with the other GM sporty 
cars of that era. Having taken 2 apart 
for parts, I can attest to the inordinate 
amount of bolts, screws and baffling 
needed to direct to air through the fins. 
Nader takes credit for killing it. The 
bad PR didn©t help.

The fuselage and tail 
feathers are next.  

This was an easy restoration/recover 
because of the excellent condition of the 
airframe. Straightening one longeron 
back at the tail put the fuselage in align-
ment. New wing tip bows, floor boards 
and epoxy primer on the steel parts was 
all that was needed.  

This airplane came from the factory 
with all steel parts "metalized" (a sort of 
galvanizing process) with aluminum 
rather than zinc, so there was no rust to 
be found. No hurry to finish, we have 
something to fly.
