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A View from “beside”  
Jason Proctor, President 

O ur retiring president, 
Denny Mercer entitled 
his monthly president’s 
message “The View from 

Above.”  I’ve flown along side 
Denny on many occasions, a few of 
which he’s written about.  Thus, I 
have entitled my first article “A 
View from Beside” but will try to 
think of something more creative 
and original as time progresses. 
 
My initial inclination was to make 
this article a “roast” of our President 
Emeritus.

I still miss it every 
time I try to land my RV4 with a 
little weight in the back.)  Immedi-
ately upon shutdown I was greeted 
by what would soon become a 
familiar sight.  An electric golf cart 
rolled silently up the hill.  Its occu-
pants were a man and a giant black 
poodle. 
 
“How ya doin’ pal?” greeted Mr. 
Mercer. 
“Just great,” I replied. 
“Are you going to need some rope 
son?” 
 
A sturdy length of Nylon chord to 
anchor my plane would be the first 
of many friendly hand-outs in the 
years to come.  I’m not sure if this 
illustrates his generosity or my 
tendency to beg and borrow but 
there’s a dirt path worn in the grass 
between his hangar and my old tie 
down spot.  A 33 year old airplane 
that lives outside depends heavily 
upon the kindness of others.  By 
“others” I of course mean those 
with unlocked hangars full of 
tools.  Now before you get the 
wrong idea let me point out that 
these were short term loans and not 
permanent additions to my collec-
tion.  I’m almost 80% certain that 
I’ve returned everything by now. 
 
That old Grumman was constantly 
in and out of the shop, leaving me 
in frequent need of transportation.  
One such occasion resulted in my 
first ride in an Extra 300L.  Denny 
offered to give me a lift to go pick 
up my airplane.  I met him at his 
hangar expecting a mundane flight 
over to Siler City.  Imagine my 
surprise when he threw me a para-
chute.  Never in my short flying 
career had I donned a parachute 
nor imagined a need to do so.

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December Meeting 
Andy Parrish  
 

A t our December 16, 2006, 
meeting we were delighted to 
have Andy Parrish come and 
talk with us about his work 

piloting and instructing in the F-15E. 
Andy is a retired Air Force pilot who 
now teaches at Seymour Johnson AFB in 
the Academic/Simulator training squad-
ron – he does everything but go up in the 
planes with those new pilots! 
 
Andy is also a homebuilder, having built 
a Subaru powered RV with his father. I’d 
tell you which RV it was that they built, 
but I have trouble identifying those 
planes – they just zip by so dang fast!! 
 
Andy provided us with a serious analysis 
of the F-15E specs and performance 
numbers, and they sure were impressive 
to this low and slow pilot! We’re talking 
a maximum take off weight of 81,000 
pounds, 20,000 pounds of which can be 
weapons! (So I’m thinking, no matter 
HOW busy it is at, say, Burlington on a 
Saturday afternoon, you can still go 
where you want, in one of these babies!) 
Of course, at 510 knots, low level air-
speed, you might not want to go to BUY 
anyway, but with a 1500 NM range (high 
altitude) you have some choice in what 
airport you want to patronize. 
 
I’ve always been impressed by those 
low-level flight videos that are out there 
on the Internet – guys are yanking and 
banking at a few hundred knots, and a 
few hundred feet AGL, and I wondered 
how in the world they did that? The 
LANTIRN system is how – Low Altitude 
Navigating and Infra-Red for Night. 
Well, that and a whole lot of skill! The 
avionics and electronics in this aircraft 
are just stunning. The Fighter Data Link 
not only shows the F-15 pilot (lucky  

sonofagun that he is!) what is on his 
radar, and where his buddies are dis-
persed around him, but will also show 
him what is on their radar – and even 
what is available from the AWACS 
aircraft flying support for their mission. 
One of Andy’s jobs as a trainer is 
teaching these folks how to sort out and 
deal with the enormous abundance of 
information available to them – sort of 
like trying to play a video game while 
in a blender, I’d think, but maybe that’s 
just me. 
 
Andy went a long way toward explain-
ing the surface intricacies of the F-15E 
to a full house of very interested EAA 
members, and did it in a way that 
makes me envy those pilots under his 
tutelage – in more ways than one! Can 
you put a jet engine in a Cub??? 
 

 

F lying just for the heck of it, or 
“Sport Aviation”, is one of the 
freedoms that we Americans 
enjoy as in no other country. As 

members of the EAA we can take credit 
for influencing Washington to guarantee 
us this freedom (new EAA members may 
not be aware that, prior to our organiza-
tion’s establishment, it was near impossi-
ble to fly homebuilt aircraft in the Unites 
States). In spite of increased regulations 
that affect us, there are relatively few 
restrictions to sport aviation in the US 
and it remains low in cost compared to 
most other countries. But there are dark 
clouds on the horizon in the form of 
“user fees” and I am worried, something 
I rarely do as a naturally optimistic per-
son. At the center of debate is whether 
we should continue to pay for aviation 
services through fuel taxes, or through a 
set of user fees. 
 
According to a recent press release is-
sued by the opponents to user fees 
(AOPA, EAA, GAMA and NBAA): 
“Congressional authorization and the 
mechanism of taxes that currently fund 
the FAA will expire on September 30, 

2007. The FAA kicked off the debate in 
early 2005 with a discussion of how the 
Airport and Airways Trust Fund (AATF) 
should be funded. The airlines, sensing 
an opportunity to shed costs, are aggres-
sively advocating a user fee approach to 
FAA financing that they feel would sub-
stantially relieve them of the financial 
obligation to pay for a system that is de-
signed almost entirely for their benefit.” 
 
Details about this debate may be ob-
tained from the web sites of the EAA and 
AOPA, or at www.gaservingamerica.org.   
This article will focus instead on how 
user fees affect our fellow sport aviators 
overseas, where fees have been in place 
for many years, giving us an idea what 
could happen in the US if user fees are 
adopted. 
 
Where user fees have been in place for 
sport aviation for many years, the reality 
is ugly. According to the UK AOPA, the

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infinite abilities to extract our hard-
earned dollars, aren’t that dumb. In 
Europe, the solution to this loophole is 
simply to forbid private airfields. Thus, 
nearly every airfield, whether it has one 
or one hundred movements per day, has a 
tower and a staff of controllers. If the 
tower isn’t manned, you don’t fly; it’s 
just that simple. Don’t assume for one 
second that this won’t happen in the US; 
just across our northern border, such 
regulations and fees are creeping into 
Canadian sport aviation. 
 
One proposal being made in Washington 
would have the airlines supporting the 
FAA system through a user fee while 
general aviation would continue to pay 
fuel taxes. As Phil Boyer, President of 
the AOPA recently stated, “Such an idea 
is simply putting the camel’s nose under 
the tent.” Ten years ago, Nav Canada 
was established as a government corpora-
tion to operate Canadian ATC, and sport 
aviation was exempted. Now, despite an 
appeal to the Canadian Transportation 
Agency, operators of light aircraft will 
pay charges for the use of seven impor-
tant airports (including several reliever 
facilities) for the first time. According to 
the Canadian AOPA, the airline commu-
nity is viewing this as just the beginning 
of GA user fees in Canada. 
 
What can we do to prevent the plight that 
our friends overseas endure? Read the 
excellent background information on the 
subject at www.gaservingamerica.org, 
then write letters to our two Senators and 
your Congressman expressing your 
views. Paying dues to EAA and AOPA 
helps, too. Lastly, the best way to keep 
costs low is to get active. In 2007, set 
yourself a goal or two: finish your train-
ing and get that first or next license, en-
dorsement or specialized training you 
always wanted. Redouble your efforts to 
work on your construction or restoration 
project and get that bird in the air. Attend 
EAA1114 meetings and consider some of 
the other excellent organizations in our 
area such as EAA506, VAA3 and 
IAC19. Attend one of the NC FSDO’s 
“Wings” safety seminars or work on get-
ting your Virginia Aviation Ambassa-
dor’s passport full and wear your new 
leather flight jacket with pride. As Nike 
so aptly puts it: “Just Do It”.  A strong, 
active sport aviation community is the 
best means to get heard in Washington 
and to assure the future affordability of 
our hobby. 

fee is $30 for a flight service station 
briefing, plus $5.31 for each forecast 
product used. For an FSS briefing in Ger-
many, pilots pay $1.50 per minute; in the 
Netherlands the cost is $1,000 for a pri-
vate-pilot knowledge test. Austrian pilots 
pay $31 to fly an ILS approach and $70 
to land after that approach. 
 
While traveling in Germany last October, 
I stopped by the local GA airport in Men-
gen, my wife’s home town. The FBO 
there, Donau-Air-Service, has been in 
business for over 30 years and offers a 
wide variety of services and an interest-
ing fleet of aircraft for training, rental, 
and charter, from US-built standards (C-
152, C-172, PA-28, BE-76) to an early 
Citation, Antonov AN-2 (world’s largest 
biplane), Yak-52 and several LSA 
“ultralights”, as they are known in 
Europe. The price list from Donau-Air-
Service took my breath away, not so 
much because of the hourly rental fees, 
but due to the user fees one must addi-
tional pay as a consequence. In the chart 
below, I have summarized these costs for 
typical GA aircraft. 

many, a country of 82 million people, 
compared to 144,150 single-engine 
piston aircraft registered in the US, 
with a population of 300 million. This 
number for Germany includes all GA 
aircraft including corporate and gliders. 
 
A few years ago it was reported that 
more aircraft visited Oshkosh’ Wittman 
Field for the EAA AirVenture than are 
registered in all of Germany! This is 
really sad, given that so many early 
aeronautical “firsts” were achieved by 
German engineers and builders. One 
positive side-effect has been the growth 
in UL aircraft manufacturing in 
Europe. Originally developed to qualify 
for the lowest category of user fees, 
these aircraft have gained much interest 
in the US when the European UL stan-
dard was adopted in the US as the new 
LSA aircraft category. One wonders, 
however, if it is such a good idea to 
base aircraft design on the fickle whims 
of Euro-bureaucrats; who knows how 
LSA standards in our country may 
change in the future when these are in 
fact determined by a consensus of

(These prices include a sales tax of 16% existing in October, 2006. On January 1st of 
2007, Germany raised this to a rate of 19%.) 

Want to leave early or land late, outside 
of normal operating hours for an airport? 
At Mengen, this will cost you an addi-
tional user fee of $23.76 for each 30 min-
utes. Need the runway lights turned on?  
This will cost you $26.40 in Mengen, an 
airport about as busy as Siler City, 5W8. 
Stuttgart is a major airport serving nu-
merous airlines, however it has a single 
runway and probably no more aircraft 
movements on any given day than at 
RDU. 
 
How do our colleagues in Germany deal 
with these fees? Predictably. Sport Avia-
tion is, relative to the United States, dy-
ing a slow death. According to GAMA 
(General Aviation Manufacturers Asso-
ciation) in 2005, there are fewer than 
20,000 GA aircraft registered in Ger-

foreign governments that are anything 
but friendly to sport aviation and the 
United States? 
 
German private pilots consider it a real 
achievement to log more than 25 hours 
per year. To avoid the high cost of 
touch-and-gos, each “touch” for in-
stance costing $5-$50 dollars depend-
ing on airplane and airfield, the practice 
of “almost” touch-and-gos is common 
during training. Unsurprisingly, the 
accident rate for sport aviation in Ger-
many has been reported as being 
amongst the highest in Europe. 
 
“OK”, you might say, “if user fees do 
come to the US, they won’t affect me; 
I’ll just fly from uncontrolled or private 
airfields.”  Governments, with their
