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The View from Above 
Denny Mercer, President 
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Member Profile: Tom Rudisill 

Tom's first-ever flight was when, as 
a young boy, he flew in a  Piper J-3. He 
remembers flying over his house and 
looking down to see his sister sitting in 
her stroller in the front yard. Tom vowed 
from that early  age to learn to fly.  

Rush ahead a number of years and 
you will find Tom-still with the lust for 
flying that was born in that first J-3 ride. 
He had finished high school at age six-
teen, started and dropped-out of college, 
served in the Army, gotten married and 
had fathered three children, all under four 
years of age and was  gainfully em-
ployed-earning the princely sum of $65 a 
week-as an  adding-machine and type-
writer repairman when he happened to 
visit the local airport. Tom discovered 
that the FBO (Fixed Base Operator) was 
offering an hour's "dual" in a Cub for 
$10. Tom negotiated a half hour flight 
for the  only $5 bill he had in his pocket. 

Arriving home after that flight, with 
some really weird smile on his face, 
Tom's wife interrogated him until he co 
fessed to spending five bucks on such a 
frivolous activity. She was so happy that 
he had not been doing something really 
terrible, that she forgave him for 

"wasting" what would have purchased 
a nice pair of booties for one of the 
kids.  

Tom subsequently made a deal 
with the aforementioned FBO, promis-
ing to repair the office equipment for 
flight time. One year later, he flew 
from Wilson to Rocky Mount while 
logging the final 20 minutes of the 
forty hours needed to take the check 
ride. Some eleven years later Tom had 
continued with some more college, and 
had become an Insurance Adjuster and 
been promoted to District Manager 
with a major property and casualty 
company. One day the president of a 
large national adjusting company came 
to Tom's office and offered him the job 
of Aviation Division Manager to de-
velop their commercial and private 
aircraft losses and claims while flying a 
company aircraft. He took the job! He 
did that work for two years while ac-
quiring his commercial, instrument, 
multi-engine and CFI (Certified Flight 
Instructor) to go along with a glider 
rating. Recruited again by his prior 
employer, he returned to that company, 
but continued adjusting aircraft claims 
on a part-time basis for the next ten 
years. (He retired as an executive with 
Farm Bureau Insurance the month be-
fore I retired in 2000.) 

Tom has owned a number of air-
craft; Piper Cherokees, a Mooney with 
which he made a number of trips to 
New Mexico to visit his son going to 
college in that state, an Experimental 

Acro, and an old Piper Pacer. He, also, 
partnered with friends a few other planes. 
Tom built one of the very early RV-4s 
and it was a beauty. It was destroyed by 
Hurricane Fran in 1996, whereupon, he 
bought what he describes as a "Dun Bilt" 
RV-6 and it has served him well. 

Because of his experience with a 
number of home-built aircraft, Tom has 
done the initial flight-testing on several 
newly constructed home-built planes.  
On several occasions those initial flights 
caused old Tom some excitement. (The 
constraints of space will preclude telling 
all those tales in this article. I will, how-
ever, tell you that Tom recently laughed 
as he told me of reading an article 
wherein was a tale of a test-pilot who 
managed a "miraculous landing with oil 
completely covering the windscreen". 
That has happened to Tom so often that 
he thought it was "just a routine part of 
test-flying.")  

Tom has served for a number of 
years-and continues to serve-as Chapter 
1114's Technical Counselor and Flight 
Advisor and has done a magnificent job 
for many new builders. He is the chap-
ter's VP, too. I asked Tom to synopsize 
his flying career. Modestly, he wrote: 
"My numbers are not all that impressive 
as old pilots go. However, at one point 
some years ago I counted more than 450 
airports at which I had landed in 26 dif-
ferent states. Another thing; I never sent 
all that many students up for ratings but 
my record is still perfect in that none 
ever failed a written or flight test. I have 
flown thousands of hours with no viola-
tions and only one incident. My flying 
has provided joy, fun and pleasure with-
out measure although a few moments of 
stark terror have been thrown into the 
mix. Hanging out with a cherished friend 
like Denny and all the other folks at Cox 
Field. How much better could it get? I 
wish I could start all over again tomor-
row."  

So, say "hello" to my very dear 
friend, Tom Rudisill.

New Duchy Airport East of 
Chapel Hill under Development 

We are expecting to be able to 
invite people to come see the new place 
in September. It is really going to be 
very nice, especially when all the pres-
ently graded areas are grassed out. 
There will be 30-35 lots, all with access 
and  rights to use the private, 3,200 foot 
grass airstrip, but access to the airport 
will require homes and hangars.  

The airstrip itself is laid out 
roughly 03/21, and with good ap-
proaches from both ends. The old 
Duchy airstrip was there for a good 
number of years, and  the field has its 
FAA and State licenses. The neighbors 
have been kept informed, and we are 
respectful of them. We already have a 
good bit of interest, but we are not 
showing it until it is completely graded 
and grassed, and the roadways paved. It 
is pretty strategically located, about 
forty minutes from Greensboro, same 
from RDU. Folks are welcome to fly 
over (please, not below 1,000 feet 
AGL), but the airstrip itself is NOT 

OPEN because construction work is in 
progress. Flyers are asked not to land or 
make low passes (yet). I am hoping to 
sponsor a barbeque for 1114 and other 
friends out there in the fall.  

This does not mean IGX is closing. 
We have busted out tails to work out a 
new mandate to Chancellor Moeser from 
the legislature, and I am hopeful that you 
will read about our work as this budget 
session comes to an end. AHEC is a stra-
tegic resource to the State's medical care 
delivery system, and its and the public's 
access to IGX must be protected, even 
against the ego-driven desires of the pre-
sent Chancellor, who wants to build a 
research park on top of the airport, and 
calls that his "legacy." Any of us 1114 
members who are willing ought to call at 
least one member of the Legislature and 
tell him or her how important this airport 
is, much more important than Moeser's 
"legacy," which, frankly, the State cannot 
afford anyway. Thanks to all of you who 
are helping us in this way.

An RV-6A on short final to Hop-Along 
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(continued from the June issue) 
 

M y daughter Tineke was 
born in the hospital of 
Friedrichshafen some 22 
years ago; I still remember 

the scent of lilac in bloom at the time. 
The lake’s near-tropical micro-climate 
affords a very diverse and colorful flora, 
especially impressive in the late spring 
when the extensive fruit tree orchards are 
in bloom.  

We dropped off the boys at the car 
show in the Messe (Convention Center) 
and toured Langenargen, one of many 
quaint waterfront villages, each with a 
small castle and numerous cafes on the 
water’s edge. The Messe is also home to 
Europe’s largest convention for sport 
aviation, AERO Friedrichshafen, which 
took place this past April. Should you 
ever plan a trip to the area, coordination 
with this show will afford you a glimpse 
of the latest advances in sport flying on 
the other side of the Atlantic. 

Friedrichshafen is famous in aviation 
annals for many reasons: it is home to 
Zeppelin Luftschiffbau, which after 
many decades has begun again producing 
small rigid airships (www.zepellin-
nt.com).  ZF, Zeppelin’s parent company 
headquartered in the same town, is now 
the world’s largest manufacturer of auto-
matic transmissions, and itself was once 
a division of Zeppelin, as was my former 
employer, Dornier.  

Articulated propellers provide the 
latest airship, the “Zeppelin NT” with 
great maneuverable, reducing the need 
for a ground crew and permitting flight 
even in windy conditions. The company 
has a full order book for the sleek air-
ships, one of which could be seen over-
head as it flew sightseers around the lake 
from its large hangar at the Frie-
drichshafen airport. This same airport has 
the unique distinction of having a long 
paved runway capable of handling B-737 
and Airbus aircraft, as well as a parallel 
grass strip for the local glider club.  

The town of Friedrichshafen is also 
home to the Zeppelin museum, where 
you can walk through a full-scale section 
of the Graf Zeppelin and eat at the res-
taurant from exact replicas of the table-
ware used on these great airships at the 
height of their development in the mid-
1930s.  From the same harbor where the 

museum is located, well-heeled passen-
gers once boarded Zeppelins for exotic 
overseas destinations such as Rio de 
Janeiro and Johannesburg. Today, you 
can board from this harbor one of the 
historic cruise ships from Lake Con-
stance’s “white fleet”  for a leisurely 
tour of the many towns along the shore, 
each more picturesque than the other. 

Visiting my customers takes me to 
some pretty neat places. One of these 
was the small town of Hinwil, about 30 
minutes east of Zurich and on the 
lovely, sickle-shaped Lake Zurich 
(Zuerichsee). Hinwil is home to Sauber 
Petronas, a Formula 1 race car team 
and a customer of mine. Actually, all 
the F1 teams are my customers, but I 
happen to know the head of aerody-
namics at Sauber, a smart Swedish en-
gineer named Torbjoern Larsson who 
once worked at GM in Detroit.  

After a review of their use of my 
products we were given a splendid tour 
of their facilities. Most impressive was 
their new wind tunnel, capable of han-
dling full-scale cars at simulated speeds 
up to 300 km/h. With its sophisticated 
rolling ground floor designed to simu-
late actual road conditions, Sauber’s 
wind tunnel is perhaps the most ad-
vanced motorsports facility of its kind 
in the world. In this expansive building, 
which itself is an attractive piece of 
architecture, Sauber has all of their past 
cars on display, including their stun-
ning silver Sauber-Mercedes LeMans 
cars that dominated that series in the 
1980s. My sons and I were privileged 
to watch as Sauber technicians pre-
pared their two cars for the Montreal 
F1 race that week (one placed fourth). 
Already at a mere speed of 120 km/h 
these sleek cars produce enough down-
force to enable them to be driven 
through a tunnel, upside-down!  

From Hinwil, the cars are trucked 

in Sauber’s spotless green and blue trans-
porters to the Munich airport, loaded 
onto a cargo plane that Sauber shares 
with Toyota, and flown to the race site. 
For flights around Europe, Sauber staff 
members use another Swiss creation, the 
Pilatus PC-7 turboprop, built in Stans, 
Switzerland near Lucerne, further to the 
south. 

I had asked Torbjoern for a hotel 
recommendation, looking for a typical 
Swiss “Pension”  (Bed and Breakfast), on 
a hillside, with Swiss cows nearby. The 
cows are for my German wife, who I 
think has a good bit of Heidi in her 
genes. We were not disappointed. He 
suggested the Hotel Hasenstrick 
(www.hasenstrick-hotel.ch), which liter-
ally translated means “rabbit noose” . It 
was named in honor of its original 
owner, an ambitious hunter who was a 
poor shot. When his hunting buddies 
secretly tied a rabbit (Hase) to a noose 
(Strick), the fellow managed only to hit 
the noose, setting the frightened but 
grateful rabbit free.  

Swiss cows abounded on the high 
meadows surrounding the hotel, and the 
soft clanking of their bells woke us in the 
morning. A special treat at the Hasen-
strick is its grass airfield, a true rarity in 
Europe, where uncontrolled airports are 
normally tabu. With a superb approach 
and a fairly steep grade, the Flugfeld 
Hasenstrick would be an easy landing for 
anyone based at Cox Field. The local 
flying club uses a pair of French Morane 
Saulnier “Rallye”  aircraft (a precursor to 
the SOCATA/EADS line of low-wing 
airplanes of today) to fly sightseers 
around the surrounding Alpine landscape 
on weekends. A 20-minute flight costs 
$50/person. 

The week ended a with a few restful 
days in Mengen, just in time to watch the 
low-altitude maneuvering of NATO air-
craft. With no large uninhabited areas

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available, NATO simply defined several 
corridors in southern Germany for the 
purpose of the week-long exercises. 
Luckily for me, one of the “ targets”  for 
the runway-busting Tornado swing-wing 
aircraft flown by the Luftwaffe was the 
Mengen airport. I set up a lawn chair on 
the patio, poured a cold German beer into 
a glass, and prepared my digital camera.  

The “attacks”  were fairly predict-
able. One or two AWACS-like aircraft 
would cruise past the airport at about 
5,000’ . These appeared to be Dassault 
Falcon business jets with large pods un-
der the wings. A few minutes after they 
had disappeared, a pair of Tornados 
would follow at the same altitude at what 
looked like 300-400 kts. These would 
then make a number of circuits between 
Mengen and the next town to the west, 
Sigmaringen, home to a large German 
army base where my father-in-law was 
once stationed.  

On each pass over the Mengen air-
port, the Tornados would descend by 
500’  or so, until the final pass would take 
them screeching just above the trees over 
the hillside on the edge of town. On oc-
casion, a CH-47 Chinook or CH-53 Su-
per Stallion helicopter would swoop by, 
sometimes seemingly skipping along the 
tassels of the nearby wheat fields. Very 
fun to watch, but a bit sad too, knowing 
that these obviously talented aviators 
would never have the chance to aid their 
NATO comrades in Afghanistan or Iraq. 
The German government these days is, 
well, rather pacifistic. Storks, which nest 
on the steeples of all towns around Men-
gen, must have gotten 
spooked as they were not 
to be seen as normal, 
circling above the fields 
in search of bugs and 
frogs. 

During these exercises the Mengen 
airfield was closed, much to the chagrin 
of an ultralight pilot my son Tim and I 
met. This poor fellow had driven up from 
the Munich area, three hours away, with 
his Rotax-powered “Trike”  and camping 
equipment to spend a full week flying. 
Unfortunately, he was unaware of the 
NATO plans and was limited to flying in 
the few hours before and after the daily 
Tornado flights. Still, the pride in owning 
his first airplane (a sort of flying lawn 
chair), was evident, as was his lack of 
snobbishness that I have experienced 
from other fliers in Germany. 

Ultralight aircraft are highly devel-
oped in Germany, a result of the high 

cost of flying and Germans’  innate 
ability to get around the copious rules 
that their government creates to restrict 
most things fun in life. Our own re-
cently-approved Light Sport Aircraft 
certification rules are essentially the 
European JAR (Joint Aviation Regula-
tion) guidelines which have lead to a 
large number of refined and safe 2-seat 
light aircraft there in recent years.  

The most successful German ul-
tralight originates from the company 
Ikarus, based at Mengen’s airport. 
Their latest model, the C42, resembles 
a sleek C-152 and has sold over 600 
copies; certified, not kits. It uses mixed 
construction (semi-monocoque fuse-
lage, fabric-covered wing) that reveals 
the fact that the company’s founder and 
owner, Herr Lieb, was a noted flyer and 
constructor of hang gliders in the early 
1970s. Details on these nifty airplanes 
can be found on Ikarus’  web site, 
www.comco-ikarus.de A result of 
tough noise regulations in Europe, the 
C42 could hardly be heard above the 
Mengen airfield, its geared Rotax 4-
cylinder engine producing little more 
than a faint buzzing noise from a dis-
tance of a kilometer. Look for the C42 
at Oshkosh where it will be displayed 
by its English distributor, Aerosport 
Limited. 

We ended our vacation with a 
night in Stuttgart, primarily to be near 
the airport for an early-morning flight. 
Stuttgart, as most motorsports fans 
know, is home to Porsche. To be more 
precise, the town of Zuffenhausen, in 
the northern suburbs of Stuttgart, is the 
site of manufacturing for most of this 
famous company’s carss. R&D and a 
test track are located outside of Stutt-
gart in the village of Weissach. Porsche 
has a small but impressive museum 
located in the middle of the factory in 
Zuffenhausen. English-language videos 
depicting the company’s racing heri-
tage are shown, admission is free and 
the museum includes an excellent gift 
shop. Across the street from the factory 
is Porsche’s new showroom, containing 
30-40 gleaming new cars. My favorite, 
however, was the cherry red ‘Vette in 

the used car lot outside.  
So what does Porsche have to do 

with flying? It was 1954, and a certain 
Mr. Fletcher was using the occasion of 
the famous la Carrera Panamericana road 
race in Mexico to promote his fledgling 
enterprise, Fletcher Aviation. Porsche, 
participating in the race with its sleek 
model 550 Spyder, was long on ambition 
but short on cash. They proposed to Mr. 
Fletcher to paint the name of his com-
pany on the car in exchange for financial 
support, thus becoming the first factory 
to accept sponsorship from others; the 
rest is history. The Porsche won the race, 
and the “Fletcher Aviation Spyder”  
helped pave the way to Porsche’s success 
in the United States. In recognition of the 
importance of this race, Porsche went on 
to name any version of its cars with high 
performing engines “Carreras” . 

The flights back to North Carolina 
afforded me the time to type this article. 
The fact that the B-777 flies high and 
gets up there quick made the job easy; it 
was one of the smoothest Atlantic cross-
ings I’ve ever experienced. I can hardly 
wait to see what sort of aviation adven-
tures my next trip will lead to.
