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Stearman Sortie

guess there are enough tall hangar

tales about the Stearman PT-17 to

fill a book. Maybe that's part of its

mystique. For me, it's the quintes-
sential airplane and type of flying I’'ve
loved for longer than | can remember.
Over Memorial Day weekend, | decided
to roll up my pants and get to know an
airplane I've wanted to fly for a long
time.

Andover Flight Acad-
emy www.andoverflight.com is based at
Andover-Aeroflex airport (12N) in north-
western New Jersey, 37 NM west of
NY C. Surrounded by a state park with its
1981" paved runway and parallel grass
lodged between two lakes, it's one of the
prettiest airports on the east coast. Ando-
ver Flight does primary training, tail-
wheel endorsements, bush training, and
checkouts in their newly restored Stear-
man. Also in their fleet is a brand new
180hp Top Cub with 31" tundra tires, an
L-4 Cub, and aC-172.

Launching from Raleigh East in the
RV-3, it was a pleasant 3 hr. flight over
the Chesapeake and through a corridor
between the Washington ADIZ and
Patuxent River NAS restricted airspace.
After passing under the west side of
Philadelphia’s Class Bravo, it was a
straight shot over the rolling Pennsyl-
vania countryside to Andover.

| parked the RV at Newton (3N5), a
beautiful old-time airport a mile west of
Aeroflex, where Enterprise was kind
enough to leave a rental car for me be-
fore closing for the holiday weekend. |
picked up the keys from a wonderful
elderly lady named Stella who lives on
the field and has run the airport as a
Mom-and-Pop operation for decades. |
headed over to Aeroflex and spent a re-
laxing hour or so just watching the planes
come and go. Wind spilling over the tall
trees and hills on the west side of the
airport makes for some interesting ap-
proaches.

| was back at 10:30 the next morning
ready to saddle up. John Tremper was to
be my Stearman mentor. After pulling off
weekday CFI duty at Aeroflex, he works
weekends at nearby Trinca airport as an
A&P. After we ran through the basic
mechanics of the plane, | climbed in and
familiarized myself with the rear cockpit.
| adjusted the rudder pedals to suit my
long legs and found everything in the

working condition of a Swiss watch.
This was one sharp Stearman.

We decided not to don the chutes
for aerobatics, so with the starting du-
ties handled by John, | sturned down
the taxiway and onto the end of the
grass runway. CIGARS check, clear
traffic, and I’'m ready to unleash those
220 ponies. Advancing the throttle
(easy or she'll stumble) we trundle
straight down the grass with little help
from me. Tail up and dlightly low, the
Stearman smoothly breaks its earthly
bonds in a manner more like levitation
than flight. We're dow and | need to
remember to leave the nose down to
gain 75 mph for the climb. An RV-3 it
is not! No matter, I've never flown
open cockpit flying and I’'m trying to
savor the experience.

At dtitude, I'm immediately im-
pressed by the light and silky feel of
the all-pushrod stick. Rudder seems
fairly heavy and | try afew turnsto get
a feel for the coordination. Hmmm...
needs work. Maybe I’'ve lost my feet
flying the RV. A little more air work
and we head to nearby Trinca (13N), a
public-use grass strip for some land-
ings.

The Stearman is not much of a
glider and | remind myself to come in
higher next time. Too high is no big
deal...it dips beautifully. John hints at
the altitude needed for the round out
and | discover my biggest problem with
the airplane — the height difference
from the low-slung RV-3 I'm used to.
Combined with the wide round fuse-
lage blocking forward visibility, the
sight picture is something that would
take a little more time to nail. Thisisa
gracious airplane, though. There seems
to be endless elevator available in the
flare and the oleo struts are so smooth
that it's hard to tell a good landing
from a bad one. | realy couldn’'t get
over how smooth it sets down — like a
Cadillac on air ride. But I’'m sure they
felt better than they looked.

On the grass, she rolls out nice and
straight with only gentle suggestions
with the rudder as we slow down. I'm
sureit’s a different animal on pavement
in wind. A few more trips around the
pattern and we head back to Aeroflex.

| think you'd love this aircraft
more each time you fly it. Such hon-
esty. It seemsto be an airplane its pilots
could always come back to, put on like
an old shoe, and re-kindle fond memo-
ries of their time with a Stearman.

Aside from the aviating, there’s hik-
ing, biking, and fishing in Kittatinny
State Park which surrounds the air-
port. Feels good to get some exercise
after a long stretch in the cockpit. Alla-
muchy State Park is a few miles south of
Andover with miles of hiking and biking
trails and camping. Nearby golfing too.
This is a beautiful area for a weekend
getaway, especially if you'd like to
sharpen your flying skills. Andover
Flight teaches the art of flying and they
do it well. I'd love to go back for some
bush training. All this in New Jersey?
Who'd athunk it.

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Flying is too Expensive?
Really?

he other day | enjoyed a couple

of blissful hours at Cox Field,

removing bug guts from my

Cessna 170 in the sultry mid-
afternoon heat. And it was true pleasure,
I am not being facetious: in my darker
years without wings, living in the cold
misery of Europe, | yearned for just such
a moment, back in my Southern home-
land and sweating like a stuck pig like
one is supposed to in the summer.

Anyway, afellow Cox Field hangar-
mate (name withheld to protect the inno-
cent) commented that he was scaling
back his flying due to the high cost of
fuel. This shocked me, to be honest; be-
cause it seems to me that the cost of fly-
ing in the US — all things being relative —
hasn't realy changed much since the
1960s, especialy for those of us who
operate from one of the numerous small
airfields that abound in North Carolina
Now, | know that some of you are won-
dering if | have lost my mind or found
some secret supply of cheap fuel. OK,
folks, bear with me; | think that | can
prove my point.

Let's go back to 1973 — Mark Ash
and | were line boys for the fabled Ken-
tucky Flying Service (KFS) at Bowman
Field in Louisville. No, we didn't know
each other at that time. KFS' boss, Mr.
Dick Malloy, was a WWII pilot turned
tough businessman who always kept his
“boys’ jumping and never missed an
opportunity to ream us a new one if we
screwed up; | am speaking from experi-
ence! Like the time | used a hard-bristled
brush and lots of elbow grease to clean
the windshields of along row of Cessnas.
| was working on the 5" or 6™ one when
Malloy spotted me from his 2"-story
office window. His fury and vocabulary
in describing the proper way to clean
Plexiglas windshields sure left an impres-
sion on me at age 15 and | was banished
to a dark hangar and the end of a broom
for the next 3 hours. | guess that was Mr.
Malloy’ sidea of on the job training.

| worked 20-hour weekends clean-
ing bug guts from our large fleet of
Cessna and Piper aircraft, pumping fuel
(three different grades, each colored dif-
ferently, and if you put the wrong fuel in
an arplane, you had signed your own
death sentence), “gunking’& washing
planes (often in near freezing condi-

tions), cleaning the restrooms, or
sweeping the large hangar. In the early
1970s that hangar housed an eclectic
collection of Stearmans, T-6s, some hot
twins such as my favorite, the Ted
Smith Aerostar, a least one of the
brand new Cessna Citations, and a
bright red Pitts owned by Gene Soucy,
famed aerobatic pilot and son of Paul
Soucy, an early Director of the Interna-
tional Aerobatics Club.

Like | said, I'd work a 20-hour
weekend, which would afford me 1-1/2
hours of dual time in a KFS Cessna 150
with my instructor, Norris Follett. Nor-
ris was a soft-spoken, middle-aged,
man who sold industrial chemicas
when he couldn’t get enough time in
the air as an instructor or charter pilot.
Since we had no intercoms or headsets
back in those days, we'd shout at each
other over the din of that four-banger
0-200. As Norris was fruga with his
words, | pretty much only heard from
him when | screwed up. Guess he had
learned a lesson or two himself from
Malloy.

| am forever indebted to Norris for
having introduced me, at age 15, to the
joy of aerobatic flight, using one of our
C-150 Aerobats, a real dog of an aero-
batic plane. Once you’ ve been on your
back in an airplane though, you just
can't stop thinking about doing it again.
And here | am now, at age 48, part
owner of a DR-107 and about to realize
this life-long dream. Thanks, Norris,
and my partners on the 1D, Denny and
Curt.

Like | said, I'd work a 20-hour
weekend at KFS. Let's see, as | recall,
back then the minimum wage, or “line
boy wage”, was $1.60, before taxes. An
hour of flying time in a C-150 was
$12.50, wet. Add an instructor and
you'd have to pay $18 per hour or so.
A weekend's work at KFS would af-
ford me about 1-1/2 hours of flight
time, dual. From my earnings as a line-
boy, a weekly paper route (kids today
would ask, “what’'s that"?), mowing
lawns and savings from working all
summer at Scout camp, | managed to
solo on my 16" birthday, November
6", 1973. Afterwards this seminal
event, | went through the compara-
tively simple process of taking the driv-
ing test, which by coincidence was
administered on an empty parking lot
within a block of the runway.

Fast forward to 2006: 20 hours at
typical wages for unskilled labor in our
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area ($6-$8) will earn a kid $120-$160
before taxes. By my calculations, that
will afford you about 1-1/2 hours of in-
struction in a Cessna 150/152, maybe
even a Cessna 172. As far as | can tell,
things haven’t changed much in 33 years,
as far as the cost of flight instruction is
concerned. Of course, back in 1973 few
teenagers had cars nor the expenses they
incur, we rarely ate out, and dates — if we
could get them — consisted mostly of
high school gym dances ($1) and a soft
ice at the Fern Creek Dairy Queen (50
cents), so we had more money for impor-
tant things like flying.

1974 — In the previous winter my
family had moved from Louisville to
Decatur, Alabama, where the wide Ten-
nessee River is bordered for miles on its
banks by lush cotton fields, and the fly-
ing is easy. Decatur's Pryor Field (the
birthplace of Southern Airlines) was the
antithesis (always wanted to use that
word) of Bowman Field. Most of the
operations in and out of there were from
the “dusters’ based at Pryor. While visit-
ing last year, | flew downwind to runway
36 at 1,000' AGL while looking down on
a crop duster, 800" below working the
cotton fields: Back to the Future!

While in High School | continued
flying a few more hours in C-150s at
about $12/hour from Pryor Field, but
then the hormones kicked in, | discov-
ered girls and, well, put flying on hold
until after college. A warningto young
men striving to become aviators: avoid
the young ladies unless they are pilots,
too.

On the ramp at Pryor Field there
were three Ercoupes, tires as flat as cow
paddies, plastic windows cracked and
milky, but otherwise intact. When the
wind blew across the ramp on a hot sum-
mer's day their venturies would softly
whistle, almost as if these once proud
little airplanes were suffering their
earthbound existence, shunned by their
previous owners. Otherwise they ap-
peared to be in salvageable condition and
could be had for a few hundred dollars.
What a wonderful project this could have
been for my father and me. Dad was a
man who had always encouraged my
flying but who left this earth far too soon
to enjoy it with me. Too bad | wasn't
aware of the EAA at the time and was
ignorant of the fact that mere mortals
can, with a bit of help, restore old air-
craft. Which is exactly what the vice
principle of the Decatur High School,
Mr. Smith, did.
