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May Meeting 
Captain Jason Weaver 
NCANG Apache Pilot 

I  am a citizen soldier, as a member 
of the 130th Aviation Regiment 
based at RDU airport. My normal 
job is at Glaxo-Welcome, I am a 

native of Raleigh and live right here in 
Apex. As a sophomore at ECU, I joined 
the Army ROTC with the intention of 
becoming a helicopter pilot. Upon 
graduation I was sent to Ft. Rucker, AL, 
for basic and advanced training, flying 
the Huey and OH-58 Jet Ranger. I was 
then sent on the Apache “ track”  or air-
craft qualification course then was as-
signed to our unit in Raleigh. 

As a member of the NCANG, I must 
attend 48 training periods, essentially 
weekends, per year. To maintain cur-
rency, one must fly a minimum of 140 
hours annually. Our unit, the 130th Avia-
tion Regiment, consists of 320 soldiers 
and four companies: A, B, C and D. Each 
of the A-C companies consists of 6 heli-
copters and their support personnel. D, or 
Delta Company, is strictly for mainte-
nance. Our unit has a total of 62 pilots. 

In 1991 we were mobilized for De-
sert Storm and sent to Ft. Hood in prepa-
ration. The war was over though before 
we could be deployed. After 9-11, how-
ever, this was a different story. In Janu-
ary, 2003 we were mobilized for action 
in Afghanistan. We spent the first two 
weeks packing our gear at RDU, then 3 
months at Ft. Bragg training. From there 
we were assigned to the First Cavalry 
Division at Ft. Hood, Texas, were we 
spent another 3 months in training. Fi-
nally, our aircraft were flown overseas in 
C-17s and we were shipped out to Af-
ghanistan. 

Our primary mission was to provide 
escort to CH-47 troop carrying helicop-
ters from our primary base at the Bagram 
Air Base, which is littered with old So-
viet aircraft wrecks. We also operated a 
small detachment from the Salerno for-

ward operating base, located near the 
Pakistan border.  

Our Apaches were “A”  models, 
which are more suited to the high alti-
tude of Afghanistan than later, heavier 
versions. We carry 30mm cannon and 
two rocket pods as our primary weap-
ons. While we were also able to carry 
the Hellfire guided missiles, weight 
restrictions normally dictated other-
wise. We also carried illumination 
rockets which could light up an area for 
60 seconds. White phosphorous rock-
ets, or simple “WP”, were sometimes 
used to mark targets. 

A normal mission would last 3-4 
hours, the maximum possible for the 
2500 lbs of fuel we could carry. On 
some occasions, we would swap an 
extra 70g fuel tank instead of some of 
our munitions. For very long missions, 
we’d land at a FARP (Forward Arming 
& Refueling Point) and refuel. Our 
longest such mission was some 7 hours. 

At Bagram we slept in air condi-
tioned tents near the flight line. This 
large base of some 5,000-6,000 people 
had most of the amenities of home. The 
food was great and moral was high, even 
though most people worked a 7-day 
week. People were upbeat and everyone 
knew that they were making a difference 
for the people of Afghanistan. We did 
not have much contact with the locals, 
but they seemed friendly and grateful. 
Anyone needing medical attention 
showed up at our front gate and would be 
treated. Violence was limited to a few 
sparse “gang”  cells. Our proactive sur-
prise movements through villages were 
meant to shake things up and keep the 
terrorists on the run and guessing. 

For safety during missions we wore 
an armored plate on our chest as the front 
windscreen on the early Apaches offers 
little protection. Otherwise we are sur-
rounded by Kevlar. During our 17-month 
deployment we accumulated some 9,000 
flight hours, suffered no fatalities and 
only three aircraft were hit by small arms 
fire, none seriously. Everyone returned 
safely to Raleigh in May, 2004. 

Due to frequent maintenance and 
good supply at Bagram, the Apaches are 
kept “ in country”  for two years. Afghani-
stan’s conditions are tough on helicop-
ters: the sand is as fine as talcum powder, 
which billows in great clouds when heli-
copters operate near the ground. For this 
reason, rock from local rivers were used 
as a ramp for the Apaches, and did an 
excellent job of suppressing the dust.

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The View from Above 
Denny Mercer, President 
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L ast month’s article prompted 
several chapter members to say 
they enjoyed the short profile of 
the Normark family contained

Member Profile: Jason H. Proctor 
Jason is from a small town in western 
North Carolina called Casar which is 
located about one hour northwest of 
Charlotte and boasts a population of 
only 580 people.  (Jason is quite fond of 
telling folks that he went to Florida to 
find a wife who is not a relative.)  In 
1989 Jason moved from Casar to Raleigh 
to attend North Carolina State University 
where he studied Electrical Engineering. 

After graduating from NC State 
in 1994, Jason accepted an engineering 
position with NASA at JFK Space Center 
in Florida.  He served as an electrical 
systems engineer on the Space Shuttle©s 
"Space Lab" program and worked with 
NASA scientists and engineers to perform 
ground testing of the interface between 
Space Lab experiments and the Space 
Shuttle©s electrical sub-systems. These 
same test procedures, when performed 
on the ground, provided training oppor-
tunities for the Space Shuttle crews, so 
Jason had the pleasure of working side 
by side with a number of NASA astro-
nauts. 

NASA and the US Air Force had 
a close working relationship at the Space 
Center and so Jason, like other NASA 
employees, was afforded the use of cer-
tain amenities at the Cape Canaveral Air 
Station and nearby Patrick Air Force 
Base.  He used this opportunity to earn 
his private pilot’s license at Patrick©s Air 
Force Aeroclub. Jason did all of his 
flight training on Patrick©s 10,000 foot 
runway.  Before moving back to North 
Carolina, Jason©s idea of a "short field" 
was anything less than 4000 feet of pave-
ment. (Can you imagine how small Cox 

Field must have looked to Jason when 
first he landed here?)  Jason©s training 
flights and check ride were conducted 
in N7907N, an Air Force T41C which, 
as you may know, is just a Cessna 172 
on steroids.  This 210hp Cessna was 
well maintained and cost only $40/hr 
wet. The instructor was an additional 
$10/hr. Jason received his private 
ticket in April of 1996. 

While living and working in 
Florida, Jason met his wife, Michelle, 
who was a NASA intern while attending 
the University of Central Florida.  Ja-
son and Michelle were married in Au-
gust of 1998.  In 1999 they both left 
civil service, moved back to Raleigh 
and took jobs with IBM at RTP.  They 
bought a home in Apex in 2001 and 
became acquainted with Cox field after 
meeting Bobby Cox©s granddaughter, 
Anita, at Church in 2002.  (Anita and 
her husband, Nathan McLeod, are 
members of Apex Baptist Church where 
they met Jason and Michelle in Sunday 
School.)  When Jason mentioned one 
Sunday at lunch that he was thinking of 
buying a small airplane but needed a 
place to park it, Anita avowed, "You 
need to talk to my grandpa."  A few 
months later Jason and Michelle pur-
chased N9253L, a 1971 Grumman 
AA1A and tied it down at Cox field. 

Jason accumulated 240 hours 
in the little Grumman making several 
trips to Florida and even flew it to Sun-
N-Fun in 2004 with his friend Nathan. 
However, as the summers grew hotter 
and the pine trees grew taller Jason 
decided that Cox field was not the ideal 
home for a 108hp Grumman. He sold 
the plane in August of 2004 and Mi-
chelle was good enough to let Jason 
officially begin the search for his 
dream aircraft.  By mid November Ja-
son had found a180hp RV-4 for sale in 
Texas.  The owner flew it to Cox field 
for a pre-purchase inspection and went 
home on a one-way commercial ticket. 
The plane checked out OK and so Ja-
son and Michelle became the proud 
owners of N423WH. Being the owner of 
an Experimental Aircraft, Jason finally 
decided to officially join EAA1114 
(though he©d been eating free pancakes 
every third Saturday for two years). 

So Jason owned an RV-4.  How-
ever, he had acquired no tail-wheel time.  
Don Johnson was kind enough to lend his 
J3 Cub and Tom Rudisill provided the 
necessary tail-wheel instruction.  By De-
cember Jason was soloing his RV-4.  
This April Jason and Michelle flew to 
Sun-N-Fun in a loose formation of four 
RVs.  I led the way in my new RV-7, Ja-
son and Pete Beal flew the right and left 
flanks in their RV-4©s and Tom Rudisill 
completed the diamond in his RV-6. 

Inserted here is a copy of a self-
explanatory e-mail dated 2/28/05:  
“Denny, I too enjoyed Saturday©s flight 
immensely. The short amount of time 
that I managed to stay on your wing was 
the hardest I©ve worked in an airplane in 
a very long time but it was also the most 
fun I©ve ever had in the air.  You may 
think it childish but for those few mo-
ments I could just imagine being in a 
couple of F4U Corsairs patrolling the 
Pacific. It was wonderful.”  
 One final anecdote:  One eve-
ning a few weeks ago Jason and Michelle 
visited our home for an hour-or-so.  As 
Rita and I returned to the living room 
after seeing out our guests, I turned to 
Rita and said, “ That is certainly one fine 
looking young woman!”   Rita replied, to 
my utter consternation:  “ Really?  I did-
n’ t notice.  But, I want to tell you this:  
That is certainly one fine looking young 
man!”

The Apache has full dual con-
trols, and crew members can qualify for 
their mate’s seat by flying 3 hours in it.  

(Paul Lockhart, CWO & the Unit’s 
Maintenance Officer comments below) 

Our unit has had no accidents due to 
maintenance. The recent accident in the 
Cape Fear river that took the lives of 
both crew members was possibly due to 
pilot error. It appears that they missed a 
check point and flew too far at low alti-
tude, hitting a high tension power line. 
The Apache has several wire cutters that 
are effective on small cables, but not 
capable of cutting through high tension 
wires.

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I t has been some eight years since I 
first wrote in AP on the topic of 
sport aviation in Germany. As I 
recall, my article described the high 

costs of flying and fuel, a usage fee-
based system that discourages pattern 
work, tough noise regulations and an 
atmosphere of elitism that pervades the 
hangars of small airfields. 

On the occasion of several major 
family events, the Misegades family, 
now consisting of 5 adults instead of the 
2 parents plus three kids in 1997, trav-
eled to the Old Country once more in 
early June. This will be perhaps the final 
such trip, with our grown children now 
leaving the nest for careers of their own. 
As always, I managed to escape from the 
frequent and obligatory feeding and 
“Kaffee Klatsch”  sessions to visit local 
airfields. Fortunately, I managed to 
marry a woman from a town having one 
of the best-known airports for light air-
craft in all of Germany: Mengen. This 
lovely town of 10,000 is located about 1-
1/2 hours driving time south of Stuttgart, 
on the southern side of the Schwaebisch 
Alb, a picturesque plateau of immaculate 
farms spotted with villages and towns 
home to many world-class industrial 
companies. Mengen, which lies on the 
headwaters of Europe’s longest river, the 
Danube, was once the site of an impor-
tant test flight facility for Dornier, my 
former employer and maker of famous 
aircraft such as the 12-engined flying 
boat Do-X, the Do-335 pusher-puller 
fighter of WWII, the post-war Franco-
German Alpha Jet trainer and several 
early commuter aircraft. Mengen’s Luft-

waffe base at the same airport also 
served as a base for the famed Me-262 
jet near the end of the war. Thanks to 
expert camouflage, the airbase was 
discovered only in April, 1945, a few 
weeks before the end of the war. Tragi-
cally, the bombs of allied aircraft 
missed their target and killed a few 
dozen civilians in town, the only casu-
alties of the war in Mengen. A memo-
rial to those killed is located near my 
father-in-law’s grave in the town’s 
cemetery. 

Flying to Europe from Raleigh is, 
well, somewhat of an ordeal. With only 
one direct flight daily (RDU – London 
Gatwick), those heading for the 
“Continent”  as the English would say 
(many older Brits do not consider 
themselves Europeans, thus the distinc-
tion to the heathens across the Channel) 
face a quandary: fly to Atlanta and pick 
up a direct flight to Paris, Frankfurt, or 
Stuttgart, adding substantial time to the 
overseas flight. Or one can do the Gat-
wick thing with American Airlines out 
of RDU, only to be tortured by the in-
terminable layover in this tired and 
cramped airport far to the south of Lon-
don (don’ t even think of riding the bus 
up to London Heathrow for your con-
tinuation flight, unless you enjoy sitting 
in traffic). Having suffered both such 
routes in the past, I tried this year a 
third option, breaking the flight into 
three legs: RDU to Boston, Boston to 
London Heathrow and London to Stutt-
gart. This reduced the Atlantic crossing 

to a mere 6-1/2 hours eastbound, 7 hours 
westbound, which for my seasoned, 
world-traveling derriere is truly a short 
hop. Until RDU offers better flights to 
Europe, I can highly recommend the 
New England – London route to The 
Continent. 

The Boeing 777 we flew is truly an 
amazing feat of US engineering. I prefer 
those owned by American Airlines, my 
favorite carrier since they removed a few 
rows of seats a couple years ago to afford 
us folks in the rear cargo hold some wel-
come legroom. It helps that two of my 
EAA buddies, Don Johnson and FJ Hale, 
work for AA, but not so much that I have 
received any free business class upgrades 
from them yet (hint, hint). The AA B-
777s are roomy, quiet, literally leap off 
the ground even when fully loaded, and 
have a superb in-flight entertainment

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system in each headrest that keeps even 
the most unruly children occupied on 
long flights. My younger son, Tim, once 
managed to watch every film offered in 
the B-777 we took on a 14-1/2 hour 
flight from LAX to Sydney a couple of 
years ago. He was a quiet zombie upon 
arrival. I am also proud of the fact that 
my company’s engineering software 
(MADE IN APEX) was used extensively 
in the aerodynamic design of the B-777, 
and that I call Ben Paul, head of low-
speed aerodynamics at Boeing, a friend. 
The simple but effective two-element 
flap system on the B-777 that Ben de-
signed is a marvel in advanced aerody-
namics, if such things interest you. Hav-
ing seen earlier this year what these 
smart men and women in Seattle and 
Everett are planning for the B-787 
Dreamliner, now under construction, I 
can assure you that you ain’ t seen nothin’  
yet, folks. 

A one-day side business trip from 
Stuttgart to Paris in an Air France A-319 
reminded me of domestic air travel in 
America 40 years ago: clean, spacious 
aircraft, attractive stewardesses (call me 
a chauvinist, but I prefer cute, polite fe-
males serving me when I fly), a hot meal 
(served to all passengers on porcelain 
during a 50-minute flight), and efficient, 
friendly security personnel that didn’ t 
frisk old ladies or require me to disrobe. I 

don’ t know what it is about pilots over-
seas, but they sure know how to land 
big airplanes. Honestly – most touch-
downs in European airlines are hardly 
noticed, much in contrast to carrier-
style slam-downs when I fly in the US. 
Perhaps airline pilots reading this can 
shed some light on this subject? An-
other neat aspect of flying in and out of 
European airports is that you can rent 
an early James Bond movie and see the 
same terminals as they appeared in the 
famous spy’s escapades of the 1960s. 

Mengen is located near Europe’s 
second largest freshwater lake, the 
Bodensee, as it is known in german, or 
Lake Constance in english. The Rhein 
(Rhine) river flows to the north from its 
headwaters in the Alps in eastern Swit-
zerland, and past the tiny country of 
Liechtenstein to fill the lake. To the 
east lies Austria, which claims a small 
part of the lake’s shoreline. To the 
south is Switzerland, bracketed on ei-
ther sides by the important cities of St. 
Gallen, an important site of early prot-
estant religious teaching, and Zuerich, 
banking capital of the world (note my 
use of “ue”  in the spelling, equivalent 
to the German umlaut ü that is a pain to 
type on my computer). The north shore 
of this 40-mile long by 8.5-mile wide 
lake, while German territory, is equally 
diverse, consisting of lands from three 

separate and formerly independent 
lands : Bavaria, Wuerttemberg and 
Baden. To assume that Germany is a 
melting pot that has erased the heritage 
of these three regions is a mistake. 
Normally unpatriotic Germans profusely 
display flags of their states around the 
lake, just to let foreigners - and I am 
referring to their own countrymen - know 
when they have crossed the line. Bavaria 
is the easiest to recognize: look for the 
blue and white checkerboard flags, often 
strategically placed around the favorite 
Bavarian watering hole: a Biergarten 
(beer garden). A bit off the beaten track 
for American tourists, Lake Constance 
remains, in my opinion, the most 
beautiful spot in all of Europe. 

As luck would have it for my sons, 
on the weekend of our arrival a major 
“Tuning”  convention took place in the 
nearby Messe (convention center) in 
Friedrichshafen, a major German lake-
side resort and now popular location for 
conferences. My daughter Tineke was 
born in the hospital of Friedrichshafen 
some 22 years ago; I still remember the 
scent of lilac in bloom at the time. The 
lake’s near-tropical micro-climate caused 
by the lake affords a very diverse and 
colorful flora, especially impressive in 
the late spring when the extensive fruit 
tree orchards are in bloom.
